Question – is there a relationship between EEI and OpenSG; EEI is lobbying for policy changes that may impact the work under development at OpenSG

[Brent] We have liaisons with several groups, e.g. EEI, Zigbee; not coordinating with anything EEI is doing directly. 
[Greg] Liaison D relationship has been created between Zigbee and the IEC so that information model can begin to be shared and consistently used.

[Question] What is the context for expanding the scope of OpenHAN to commercial/industrial end devices?
[Brent] The (OpenHAN) requirements are fairly consistent; SGIP governing board has asked the group to refine the scope.  Some of the work from OpenHAN may be providing for “facility side” requirements for what ASHRAE will do.  It will drive out requirements from a C & I more from a facility perspective.  About 80-90% overlaps in anticipated requirements.
