The OpenSG Conformity working group is tasked to develop an assessment scheme for certification bodies in the Smart Grid space. There are many accreditation and certification schemes currently being used by national and international bodies. Many of those programs use a similar set of requirements. 

It is the intent of the OpenSG Conformity WG to re-use as much of these processes as possible instead of creating a whole new set of procedures.

In order to easily access and evaluate the available standards, a repository should be created and organized by functional areas conforming to the required tasks of the WG. Comprehensive document can appear in several functional areas.
