Discussion on the Scope of the Conformity Group:

Limit conformity to specifications endorsed by OpenSG

Users/Buyers will pick standards required for devices.

Guide OpenADR for interop. and conformance requirements.
Not organizing interop events, but may define interop event activities.

OpenHAN, OpenADR, OpenADE develops requirements, SDO develops standards based on these requirements, Certification/Interop may be part of SDO or 3rd party test house, User Groups accredit test house and define certification process based on standards.
Develop best practices processes for certification conformity.

Does OpenSG want to be responsible for Accreditation?  If so who, the TC or WG?

Conformity Requirements Document should be first output.
Should OpenSG accredit the testers?

May need to consider conformance within a group (e.g., OpenHAN), and across groups (e.g., OpenHAN, OpenADE, and OpenADR, SG-SEC).
Do we have end-to-end use cases?

Best Practices or Examples of Conformity:
Telecomm, Aerospace, and Automotive industries have solved this by creating a certification program (e.g., TL9000, QS9000), but not doing the actual testing.

RABnet.com (Register Accreditation Board) is a national accreditation board.  
Rick Drummed may be an expert in this domain.

Not an exact science.  

Need to research subject
