OpenADE Service Definition Approach
The service definition will follow these high level principles:

1. A REST and WS* profile will both be supported, created, and ratified
a. Three documents: A common profile, one for REST, and one for WS*

b. Draft of common and REST documents to be published for vote next week
2. Vocabulary and common payload will be based on IEC CIM 61968-9
3. Scope of 1.0 will be  periodic batch transfer of consumption data
a. XML containing all ReadingTypes and MeterReadings created or updated since last transfer
b. On-Demand requests are out of scope for 1.0
4. Authorization model SHALL conform to oAuth
a. Alternate authorization methods MAY be supported, if they result in the shared user keys needed in the payload format. 
5. AtomPub will not have a profile as part of 1.0 scope, but this may be added later once the REST and WS* profiles have been completed.  If an AtomPub profile is developed it will be ratified as a separate deliverable, e.g. OpenADE 1.0-3
Open Questions:
Who should be required to host the services? 
What is the format of the URI as ID?
