· FERC Review of proposed standards from NIST on 1/31/2011.  

· Standards reviewed: 

· Provide a Common Information Model necessary for exchanges of data between devices and networks, primarily in the transmission (IEC 61970) and distribution (IEC 61968) domains (the IEC numbers reference two related groups of standards);

· Facilitate substation automation, communication and interoperability through a common data format (IEC 61850);

· Facilitate exchanges of information between control centers (IEC 60870-6); and

· Address the cyber security of the communication protocols defined by the preceding IEC standards (IEC 62351).
· Although no one on the call attended; the feedback was that there are objections based on lack of SGIP PAP process, and lack of definition of how the standards would be used.

· OASIS; WS-Calendar; voted out Committee draft on Friday; this is not for public review. CD to allow access of Schemas by EMIX and Energy Interop.

· Created Technical Committee and Marketing Committee

· Initial Use Cases and Feature Set will be defined based on OpenADR 1.0, but Certification will be for 2.0. This allows for starting that part of the process sooner.

· SEP 2.0 – Interop Testing is under way. Application Interface testing is in the Proof of Concept phase of testing.
· Expecting deployment with availability of field equipment is mid to late 2012.
