Chapter 2: OpenHAN Task Force Charter and Scope
2.4 Charter

The Open Home Area Network Task Force (OpenHAN TF) was formed by SG-Systems Working Group under the UCAIug Open Smart Grid (OpenSG) Technical Committee.

2.5 Scope

The scope of the OpenHAN TF is to improve interoperability and time-to-market of Smart Grid efforts by clarifying and building consensus on the requirements of the home area network (HAN) components.
Chapter 3: Task Groups and their Responsibilities

The OpenHAN TF may form task groups from time to time to work on a specific deliverable. 

3.4 OpenHAN 2.0 Task Group
This task group is directed to draft OpenHAN v2.0 within the timeline of the 2010 Work Plan.  This task group is chaired by Mary Zientara and co-chaired by Zahra Makoui, Charles Spirakis and Charles Smith.  Meetings will be held weekly and announced through the OpenHAN listserv. This task group will hold open meetings and all interested parties are encouraged to participate by joining the meetings and providing comments on documents in progress.  Attendance will be kept for purposes of establishing member voting rights. 
Chapter 4: Process  

The OpenHAN TF follows the Operating Procedures for OpenSG Technical Committee (http://osgug.ucaiug.org/default.aspx).
4.4 Participation 

The OpenHAN TF holds open meetings and all interested parties are encouraged to participate by joining the meetings and providing comments on documents in progress. Interested parties may join the OpenHAN ListServ (http://osgug.ucaiug.org/sgsystems/openhan/default.aspx) to receive meeting notices and OpenHAN email communication.

4.5 Membership, Voting
OpenHAN TF participants are granted voting rights in accordance with the rules set forth in the Operating Procedures for OpenSG Technical Committee Section 9.2 Working Group and Task Force Voting (http://osgug.ucaiug.org/default.aspx). Voting privileges are contingent upon membership in UCAIug (http://www.ucaiug.org/Pages/join.aspx) and meeting the attendance requirements. The OpenHAN TF officers will track attendance in group meetings in order to establish a member’s voting rights.
4.6 Organization
The OpenHAN TF will have a chair, 1 or more vice-chairs, and a secretary.  The chair will be the entity designated representative and report status to SG-Systems WG, schedule OpenHAN TF meetings, regularly attend meetings, and notify SG-Systems when documents are ready for balloting.  The vice-chair(s) will carry out the chair’s duties if the chair is temporarily unable to do so. The secretary will schedule meeting, record and publish meeting minutes, record member attendance for voting rights, maintain list of unresolved issues, action items, and assignments.

4.7 Documents
4.7.1 Document Access
Historical and current working documents will be located on the UCAIug OpenSG website (http://osgug.ucaiug.org/sgsystems/openhan/default.aspx). 

4.7.2 Revision control

The OpenHAN TF shall be responsible for ensuring accurate revision control and traceability of working documents.
4.8 Meetings

The OpenHAN TF holds open meetings and all interested parties are encouraged to participate by joining the meetings and providing comments on documents in progress. Interested parties may join the OpenHAN ListServ (http://osgug.ucaiug.org/sgsystems/openhan/default.aspx) to receive meeting notices and OpenHAN email communication. OpenHAN TF will schedule regular teleconference / web meetings and notice participants through the OpenHAN ListServ.
Face to face meetings will be held at the quarterly OpenSG meetings, which will be announced no less than 14 days in advanced.
